WHILE WE WERE AWAY

In January, | flew to Phoenix, AZ to begin a thmenth interim at St. Mark’s

Episcopal Church in neighboring Mesa, the thirdjdést city in Arizona. This is the
place President Obama chose to announce part ofmbitgage relief program,

because Mesa has one of the highest foreclosues matthe country. We saw a
number of yard sales and empty strip malls. Butthe most part we enjoyed the
beautiful Arizona sunsets, the coming of springhwitie golden budding Palo Verde
trees, and the ubiquitous scent of real orangesbios which filled the air for weeks
on end, while we enjoyed the bounty of fresh sgedearange and grapefruit juice
from the fruit of parishioners’ backyard trees.

My name was given to the congregation by the Bisbfofrizona, The Rt. Rev. Kirk
Smith, for whom | had served briefly as Chaplairthie Clergy and their Families and
as Associate Interim Dean of the Cathedral. Whennkited me to take the Mesa
position, he gave a litany of the problems thegtahad had over the past years, but
said he hoped for great things from the parish,rejhmcidentally, he was ordained
deacon in the Episcopal Church.
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My task was to help heal the wounds left by a disas rector who had lasted only 18
months, and to prepare for the arrival of a Priegtharge, who was to come just after
Easter Day. It was only when we discovered howgileethe parish financial situation
was that the congregation was able to cast asdatierness and hurt. At the rate we
were going the church would have had no moneyidedny of its funds, including the
endowment and reserved funds, by mid-July. Afteouinded the alarm, we raised
pledges by $50,000 in two weeks, which was enowoghllow the Church to move
forward with their next priest.

| learned that parishioners will respond to a snghen the facts are made completely
clear and they are seriously challenged to meepé#nish financial needs even in the
most difficult of economic times. | also experiedcehe tenaciousness with which
folks love their parish, and the sacrifices theyl \wmake for its well-being. Our
experience together turned out to be a somber hegoieney of repentance and a
joyful Easter, marked by new life. It was a goagearience.

Meanwhile, Mary was busy at the beginning and dnalio Arizona time, first here in
Portland, helping with the arrival of our fourthagdchild who was born December
30" and later, in March, flying to Philadelphia, PAhelp with the birth of our fifth,
born March 18. More new life.

Now we are home again where we belong, at St. 8téphhappy to see the signs of
new life in our beloved home parish.

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struggle. “You forget,” said the Devil with a chlek“that | have been
evolving too.™

For us Anglicans Scripture and our tradition telltbat God has been faithful. God has
intervened at times in our history to nudge us towahteousness. But God is ever
mindful of our freedom, the freedom that makes ostly of communion with God.

We can foul up and certainly we can see how we favled up in the last century

with our Nazism and Stalinism, our Holocaust and\Werld War Il bombings that
killed more civilians than combatants, our nuckegplosions that had the possibility

of destroying the world. It's a wonder that God has given up on us.

But God hasn’t. Still as a universal Creator Gosl dher fish to fry, other
experiments on other incredibly distant planetsuth as mere humans we can’t
imagine where or how. All we can do is acknowletltgre’s an evil in our nature and
fight it. There seems still to be time.
