February Men's Bible study 

St. Stephen's doors: The servants' entrance 

The church is a "society of servants," wrote the author of a recent Forward Day 
by Day commentary. Jesus came and lived among us for a while not as a 
conquering king, but as a servant. We should be servants, too, following his 
example. 

This is a central theme of Mark's Gospel, which the men's Bible study group will 
be reading and studying through February. Much in Mark will already have been 
covered in Matthew, the first Gospel studied by the group - yet a difference is 
quickly evident. Mark is more to the point, more fast-paced, more vivid in his 
telling of the Gospel story. 

"The beginning of the Gospel about Jesus Christ, the Son of God," the author of 
Mark's Gospel begins, without hesitation, and it's a wild ride from there. Jesus' 
three years of public ministry fill the first 10 chapters, and his final week on 
Earth the next six. Mark may be the shortest of the Gospels, at 16 chapters, but 
it's also the pithiest. 

Through it all runs the notion of servanthood: "For even the Son of Man did not 
come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many" (Mark 
10:45) - the ultimate act of service. 

The men's group meets every Wednesday at noon in the church Library. The men 
take turns leading, in rotation. "Special concerns" are taken to the Lord in prayer 
before we adjourn at 1 p.m. sharp. We depart the same way we came in, through 
the servants' entrance. 
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LENTEN SUPPERS AND POETRY REFLECTIONS 
 

St. Stephen’s second annual poetry series begins on Wednesday, March 16th. 
Most of the poem will be religious, though not all will be Christian. Some of the 
poems won’t seem sacred at all, and a couple might be considered profane. But 
each of the poems is intended to be a catalyst that will lead to a genuine sharing 
of our conviction and faith, doubts and uncertainties.

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St. Stephen’s first bi-racial 
marriage remembered on 
Oregon Public Radio’s Think Out 
Loud 

  
On Monday, January 17th, in its radio program Think Out Loud, Oregon 

Public Broadcasting discussed Integration.  One of the contributors talked about 
the experience she and her husband had, as a bi-racial couple, of getting married 
at St. Stephen’s (then the Cathedral) in 1960.  At first the Dean told them he 
could not perform the marriage because of Oregon’s miscegenation laws, and 
that they should go across to Vancouver, WA where such marriages were legal. 
The couple informed the priest that the law had been repealed in 1951. The 
priest, who had been unaware of this, looked into it and agreed that the couple 
could indeed be married at St. Stephen’s. 

In the event, the marriage was performed by an Episcopal priest who was 
a relative of the maid of honor.  

The first inter-racial couple to be married at St. Stephen’s is celebrating 
their fifty-first wedding anniversary this year.
